Strengthen the Church and United Church Homes 

The Strengthen the Church (STC) Offering reflects the shared commitment of people 
across the United Church of Christ to cooperatively build up the UCC. Conferences and 
the national setting equally share the gifts given by members and friends through their 
local congregations. The funds raised support leadership development, new churches, 
youth ministry, and innovation in existing congregations.  By your generosity to this of-
fering, you build up the Body of Christ. 

As God calls our congregations to be the church in new ways, your generosity will plant 
new churches, awaken new ideas in existing churches and develop the spiritual life in our 
youth and young adults.

Brimming with amenities like a theater,     
bodega, lounge, speakeasy, inspiration studio and fitness room, the community won’t be 
shy about its abundance of life lived here.
