It's time to head
back to the classroom, for football season to start, to put those tents,
pools, and gardens to bed for the upcoming winter. | hope you had a
good summer, and | look forward to hearing about everyone's adven-
tures.

Fall is a busy time for retailers -back to school supplies, new clothes
and shoes, items to prepare for the upcoming change in seasons,
which got me to thinking. | wonder, when you get ready to buy some-
thing -electronics, books, a car, an appliance... are you one of those
folks who goes online and reads the reviews? If you are looking at a
new cell phone, do you check out what other people have to say
about it? If you’re going to try a new place to eat, do you look to see
what others have to say? Did they like the food? How was the service?
Will they go back?

While you may not base your decision solely on those reviews, there is
power in people sharing their experiences. Current technology is re-
markable, in mere minutes we can see the details and the specs on
items, yet despite all the technology at their disposal, companies like
Amazon and Target and Dunkin’ invest and rely on the fact that peo-
ple still listen to others. That’s why they take this kind of ‘personal
testimony’ seriously. Because, while we maintain a fair amount of
skepticism, people still, for the most part, trust what others have to
say.

Is it then possible that this could be true about ideas of church and
faith too? If people want to hear from others before they try a differ-
ent place to get tacos or decide where to order a book, how much
more do people need to hear from others about ideas of faith and
love? Especially when we celebrate a God of love and grace and ex-
travagant welcome, who happily invites the skeptics and the search-
ing and those who have been pushed aside?

There are three primary programs operated by Shared Harvest, the primary one

being foodbanking and distribution. Retail grocers, federal programs, the Ohio General
Assembly, and co-op buying programs all contribute/allocate funds and groceries in this
massive effort.

A second major endeavor of Shared Harvest is direct service programs including drive-thru
food distribution events and the “Childhood Hunger Back-Pack Program.” Thousands of
food insecure children in the five county area are provided food to take home each week.
The Commodity Supplemental Food Program (monthly food boxes) for low income seniors
is another direct service program.

The third major focus of Shared Harvest is advocacy. In this capacity Shared Harvest edu-
cates the public about ways in which individuals and organizations can reach out to elect-
ed officials to advocate for legislation that impacts food insecurity in our state and na-
tion. People are also assisted in applying for SNAP (food stamps) when it is determined
that they are potentially eligible.

Recent health and economic conditions have placed a tremendous burden on the capacity
of Shared Harvest to serve the increased food needs of its clients. Check their website at
www.sharedharvest.org for detailed information.

as acting as a resource for members of these churches.

The other two thirds of our NIN offering is used by the UCC’s Justice and Witness Ministries
(JWM) to support a variety of justice initiatives, advocacy efforts, and direct service pro-
jects through grants. These include advocating in many areas (civil and human rights, eco-
nomic justice, global concerns, environmental integrity, peacemaking, and racial justice).
This year’s theme is

“Mental Health Justice for All: Mental Health is a Universal Human Right.” Some grants
will go towards initiatives to support those experiencing mental health challenges and to-
wards helping remove the stigmas associated with those challenges.

Throughout its history—from early efforts to abolish slavery to modern campaigns for civil
rights and social justice—the UCC has been engaged in these types of ministries. While
there is a deep respect in the UCC for the right of every individual member to form his or
her own views on these issues, there has been a passion across the church to “make things
right”—as a testament to our faith in God and our love for God’s creation.

Our 5™ Sunday Mission offering in September supports MARCC, the
Metropolitan Area Religious Coalition of Cincinnati.

Greetings from the Capital CamPaign Committee! As you may be aware, we “lit the
lamp” on January 16, 2022 to officially begin the Capital Campaign to paY for the
second mortgage from the Cornerstone Fund. Remember, it is never too late to
complete an Intention-to -Give card. Every single one counts toward our goal! So
far 15 cards have been received. If you are new to Lakeview, there is an oppor-
tunity for you to pledge on the 2024 pledge cards.

There is good news as the actual amount of the loan now stands at $20,863.64 (as
of August 1st) since we have been making a monthly anment of $1,043.29 and we
borrowed less than the anticipated amount. Also, Lakeview has received
$156,153.66 in gifts to the campaign as of August 13th. THANK YOU!!

There was an additional balloon payment of $20,000 paid toward the principal on
May 3, 2022 through funds we receive from the Burgett Estate. Also, Executive
Council authorized an additional balloon payment of $40,000.00 which was credited
to the mortgage on September 1°2022. An additional $20,000.00 was invested with
the Cornerstone Fund. That investment matured earning $98.74 interest and has
been deposited in the checking account to make part of the balloon payment in
April. The 2024 balloon payment of $40,000 was sent to Cornerstone Fund on
April 28, 2024 and was applied to the remaining principal.

Each month in the LINK we will be %iving ou an update on our progress. You can
also look for the Lamp post in Natalie’s office. The small white board attached to it
shows the total amount collected. The total amount pledged as of October 10, 2023

is $145,120.18. AWESOME!
